A number of vendors and not-for-profit groups have been added to the RiverFest offerings for Sept. 1-3: 

Last year’s festival “hit,” Wolf Rescue, will return all three days for opportunities to learn about wolves, to pet them and to be photographed with these remarkable animals.  All contributions go the rescue and protection of these often misunderstood creatures.
Revival Construction is a company that celebrates the tradition and legacy of craftsmanship. It specializes in reviving antiquated buildings, adding the warmth of wood, and creating the charm of old places in new spaces.
